DO NOT STAND BY THESE PRINCIPLES, I COULD LOSE YOU AS A BROTHER AND THAT LOSS WILL 
BE ON ME!ò Bulletin Editor, Ed Broadhurst  
 
Brother Edôs statement hits the nail directly on the head, and we must begin to speak boldly about our retention    
issues. We should begin by learning what ñFraternalismò is all about! The love of a brother requires an honest, direct 
and bold expression.     
 
As many of us know that the word fraternal is of Latin origin and a derivative of frater which means ñbefitting a 
brother or brothers, brotherly.ò  

 
WE, as Knights of Columbus, are a Catholic fraternal benefit society in a ñbrotherly unionò with charity as our first principal. We 
are not a club or group of persons organized for some social, literary, athletic or other purpose.  
 
And where does charity begin? AT HOME! Be that our family home or home council, we are all brothers in Christ! We are called to 
love our brother and look after him should he be in need and that includes his ability to pay dues and assessments too.   
 
Would it surprise you that our councils suspended more than 1,400 members during the past three fraternal years? After deaths and 
transfers, our net growth was only a few more than 100 new members. The suspended brothers joined us for good reason and were    
suspended for not paying dues. Most likely they were not made aware of our love for a brother and his family. So let us consider what 
we as proposers can do and should do when bringing a new member into our Council.  
 
Some simple tasks for us to explore and consider for Member Retention are: 
 

1) The first is our need to communicate fully with the prospective candidate about the Order and Council. An invitation to an 
ñOpen Houseò with his family is priceless.  

2) As his proposer, we ask him about his family, interests and life goals (if we already know him, we may learn something 
new about him too). 

3) We assist him in filling out the Application for Membership, (Form 100), and follow-up within only 7 to 10 days taking 
him to a prompt 1st Degree.  

4) After his becoming a member, we take him to his ñFirst Meetingò insuring that he is indoctrinated fully into the workings 
of the Order, jurisdiction and council including council goals, objectives and plans (annual calendar of events). 

5) We insure that he has been assigned to a committee with tasks and responsibilities within the interests he expressed when 
joining the Order.  

6) We introduce him to all members present at his first meeting and to the chairman of the committee to which he has been 
assigned. (Many men are not outgoing and willing to introduce themselves.)  

7) We prepare a short bio of the new member and place it in the next issue of the Council newsletter with a photo of the new 
member family. 

8) We advise the new member to remain in good standing by paying annual dues and assessments timely; becoming an active 
member by attending meetings (as his schedule permits); and, participating in the activities of the council with his family. 

9) And finally, we are obliged to encourage him to reach full Knighthood in the Order by taking the 2nd and 3rd Degrees (and 
the 4th Degree too) within his first year.  

 
What can a proposer do to show his love of a new member and brother that has been inactive?  
 

1) We pick him up and take him to the council meeting. 
2) We educate the member on how to find the State Council web-site and State Bulletin link. We ask too if he is receiving the 
Columbia magazine.   

3) We ask if he has met with the Field Agent to learn more about our fraternal benefits and financial planning.  
4) We follow-up again and personally invite him to the next council activity and function.  
5) We assure him that he will become a better Catholic, husband and father as an active Knight. 
6) If we do not see our new member over some weeks; we give him a call and/or drop by to inquire about him and his family. 
7) And, we encourage him to invite a co-worker, friend and relative to join the Order.

What more can we do about our current group of silent Knights (dues paying but not participating in council activities)?  They are not 
active in council work and have little or no other contact with active council members other than seeing them at mass. Venerable Father 
Michael J. McGivney founded the Order to protect widows and orphans; assist members and their families in their time of need; and, 
unite us that we would join hands to help one another so that the Truth might survive. It is up to us to follow-up and encourage these 
silent Knights to become active. Life situations change at specific times in our lives, and it may be the simple step of renewing contact 
for them to join in and become active. 
 
With all these suggestions in mind, can we continue to suspend all non-dues paying brothers to slip away, unnoticed, for the cost of two 
Big Mac meals? How many pancakes does it take to raise a fund sufficient to pay the dues of our members in need? Membership in the 
Order should not be about the money, but about the fraternal love of a brother! Does your council maintain a dues fund for this purpose?  
 
Letôs look a little further at our silent Knights. 
 

1) How many members on your council roster are missing from meetings, dues paying and contact by you?  
2) Is your Retention Committee active and leading the way in searching out these men by driving to their homes or making 
contact in another manner? 

3) Are you aware that we have developed and offer a search process to help you locate those members with no cost to your 
council? Send your list to Ed Broadhurst and he will search them out for you.  

4) Do you know what to say to members not paying dues to determine their issues and needs so that you can offer advice and 
aid? We have information available with ñtalking pointsò to use when contacting them.   

 
We can reduce the number of suspensions and missing members in our councils by establishing frequent and regular contact with the 
implementation of the ñPower of 10ò (4, 6, 8 or 10 - whatever number fits the size of your council). It is a great way to form teams and 
spread the communication work among the active members.  If we make regular contact and listen well to them, we will come to better 
serve our members and promptly resolve any issues that may arise.  
 
The following questions may answer more of the issues of retention. Does your council actually have a functioning retention            
committee? Is your Retention Committee Chairman working directly with the Financial Secretary? Do you actively communicate with 
council members using a newsletter, email and telephone calling tree? Does your council have a fund to help a brother in need? Does 
your council send birthday and anniversary cards to the members? Does your council use the ñdisabledò category with no dues paying or 
do you consider it too much trouble? The questions as you can tell are endless and all are important. 
 
If there is even a hint that a brother has financial issues, become disabled or emotionally impacted, you can be that fraternal brother  
visiting him, sending a card of support and mailing him the current yearôs membership card paid for by the council. Many of our older 
members are now in assisted living and in need of brotherly love and concern. 
 
Supreme Knight Carl A. Anderson tells us that we have a moral obligation to offer membership to every qualified Catholic man. Each of 
us is called to offer membership in the Order, and we are called to work equally as hard at keeping our brothers active. Just as we plan 
our membership drives, we should also plan how best to make our new members feel welcome, loved and needed. Please take the time 
to express all the aforementioned concerns at your next council meeting.

Dear Brother Knights: 
The Washington State Legislature only has two 
weeks left in their regular session. The deadline 
passed last month for bills to leave their house of 
origin for the other house, and therefore a lot of 
bills died in committee. 
 

Unfortunately, the Parental Notification of Abortion Bill (SB 5289) 
was one of these, and was only one vote short of getting voted out 
of the Rules Committee to be sent to the Senate floor for a vote. 
However, just making it to the Rules Committee this year was an 
achievement for Pro-Life legislation. 
 
The main bill we were opposing, the Abortion, Contraception, and 
Sterilization Insurance Mandate Bill (SB 1647), also didnôt make 
it, which is good news. 
 
I want to thank all of you who contacted your legislators regard-
ing these bills! 
 
Urgent: There are three bills that did advance that are important for 
us as Knights to act on by contacting our legislators. 
Support SB 5215 ï Internet Crimes Against Children: This bill will 
provide funding for the Internet Crimes Against Children task force 
to follow leads and apprehend on-line child predators. This bill 
passed out of the Senate, and then passed out of the House        
Appropriations Committee and is now in the Rules Committee. 
 
Conditional Support SB 5175 ï Telemedicine Bill: This bill allows 
doctors to be paid for telemedicine and will be very helpful for 
health care in remote areas. The language allowing for chemical 
abortions via webcam has been removed, and we should support 
this bill as long as this language is not changed back to allow them. 
This bill passed out of the Senate, and in the House, it was passed 
out of the Health Care & Wellness Committee and is now in the 
Rules Committee. 
 
Oppose SB 5870 ï Aversion Therapy Bill: This bill started out as a 
bad bill and prohibited talk therapy for minors who wanted help 
with unwanted same sex attraction, lumping this talk therapy with 
electric shock, prolonged isolation, and chemically-induced nausea. 
But the Senate rewrote the bill to allow talk therapy, so it turned 
into a good bill. In the rewritten bill they also included the        
prohibition of aversion therapy for treating tobacco and alcohol 
dependencies in minors. The new good bill passed out of the     
Senate and was sent to the House. But the House rewrote the bill 
again to prohibit talk therapy again. So now we oppose this House 
version of the bill. 
Please contact your Representatives in the House and let them 
know where you stand on these bills. As the new Bishop of the 
Diocese of Spokane, Bishop Thomas Daly, likes to say, 
ñCompassion always, compromise never.ò

The most important event in the Catholic liturgy is this weekend (Holy Week), and Pope 
Francis has a new book coming out as an Easter present to his flock. The book is a     
collection of various sermons and speeches he has given in the last two years, on topics 
ranging from wisdom to   poverty. Here are seven thought-provoking excerpts from 
Walking With Jesus: A Way Forward for the Church, out Sunday. 

 
 

On Communication 
 

ñCommunication is ultimately a human rather than a technological achievement. What is 
it, then, that helps us, in the digital environment, to grow in humanity and mutual understanding? We need, for example, to 
recover a certain sense of           deliberateness and calm. This calls for time and the ability to be silent and listen.ò 

 
On Marriage 

 
ñIt is true that there are so many difficulties in married life, so many, when there is insufficient work or money, when the 
children have problemsðso much to contend with. And many times the husband and wife become a little fractious and   
argue between themselves. They argue, this is how it is, there is always arguing in marriage, sometimes even the plates fly. 
Yet we must not become saddened by this; it is the human condition. The secret is that love is stronger than the moment 
when they are arguing, and therefore I always advise spouses, do not let a day when you have argued end without making 
peace.ò 

 
On Illness 

 

ñJesus in fact taught his disciples to have the same preferential love that he did for the sick and suffering, and he transmitted 
to them the ability and duty to continue providing, in his name and after his own heart, relief and peace through the special 
grace of this sacrament of the anointing of the sick. This, however, should not make us fall into an obsessive search for   
miracles or the presumption that one can always and in any situation be healed. Rather, it is the reassurance of Jesusô   
closeness to the sick.ò 

 
On Compassion 

 
ñWe have to learn to be on the side of the poor and not just indulge in rhetoric about the poor! Let us go out to meet them, 
look into their eyes, and listen to them. The poor provide us with a concrete opportunity to encounter Christ himself and to 
touch his suffering fleshò 

 

On Consumerism 
 

ñWhen we look only for success, pleasure and possessions and we turn these into idols, we may well have moments of    
exhilaration, an illusory sense of satisfaction, but ultimately we become enslaved, never satisfied, always looking for more. 
It is a tragic thing to see a young person who ñhas everythingò but is weary and weak.ò 

 

On Knowledge 
 

ñOur own knowledge and self-awareness are relational; they are linked to others who have gone before us: in the first place, 
our parents, who gave us our life and our name. Language itself, the words by which we make sense of our lives and the 
world around us, comes to us from others, preserved in the living memory of others. Self-knowledge is only possible when

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Bishop Thomas Anthony Daly 

Pope Francis has appointed Bishop Thomas Anthony Daly the seventh bishop of the 
Diocese of Spokane. The announcement was made in Washington, D.C., on    
Thursday, March 12, 6:00 a.m. by Archbishop Carlo Maria Vigan¸, apostolic     
nuncio to the United States. 
 
Bishop Daly presently is the auxiliary bishop of the Diocese of San Jose, whose see 
city is the 10th largest in the nation. 
 
The bishop-select made a quick trip to Spokane on March 12 to hold a brief news 
conference, meet the staff of the Catholic Pastoral Center and the priests of the   
Diocese. 
 
Bishop Daly will spend the next two months completing his obligations in the     
Diocese of San Jose and making his farewells to the people there. His installation as 
Bishop of Spokane is set for May 20 at the Cathedral of Our Lady of Lourdes. The 
apostolic nuncio to the United States, Archbishop Carlo Maria Vigan¸, is scheduled 

to be present for the Installation. 
 
A Vigil will be held the evening prior to the Installation, at which representatives of clergy, deacons, Religious and secular 
groups in the Spokane Diocese will welcome the new bishop and join him for a time of prayer. Public receptions will follow 
the Prayer Vigil as well as the Installation Mass. 
 
Bishop Daly was born on April 30, 1960, and grew up in San Francisco. He has six siblings. A product of Catholic school 
education since he was a first grader, he graduated from what is now Sacred Heart Cathedral Preparatory in San Francisco. 
He received his bachelor of arts degree from the University of San Francisco in 1982. He entered priestly formation at St. 
Patrick Seminary, Menlo Park, Calif., where he completed his studies with a masterôs degree in divinity. In 1996 he        
received a masterôs degree in education from Boston College. 
 
Bishop Daly was ordained to the priesthood for the Archdiocese of San Francisco at St. Maryôs Cathedral on May 9, 1987. 
He has served as parochial vicar and pastor; he has been engaged as part-time police chaplain, archdiocesan vocations     
director, teacher, and campus minister, and chaplain to St. Vincentôs School for Boys. For 19 years his ministry focused on 
Marin Catholic High School in San Francisco, where he eventually served as president. 
 
On March 16, 2011, Pope Benedict XVI appointed Father Daly auxiliary bishop of the Diocese of San Jose, the first to serve 
in that capacity in the history of that diocese. He was ordained to the episcopacy at San Joseôs St. Joseph Cathedral Basilica 
on May 25, 2011 by Bishop Patrick J. McGrath of San Jose.  
 
ñInto Your Handsò is Bishop Dalyôs episcopal motto, reflecting his desire to trust in the guidance of Divine Providence and 
the intercession of our Blessed Mother. 
 
At the present time Bishop Daly assists Bishop McGrath with the governance of the Diocese of San Jose. His                   
responsibilities include serving as interim rector at his alma mater, St. Patrick Seminary in Menlo Park. He has held that 
position since September 2013. The seminary will now work with the archbishop of San Francisco to identify Bishop Dalyôs 
replacement. 
 
Bishop Daly has chosen to reside at Bishop White Seminary which houses the dioceseôs college-level priestly formation 
program.

State Treasurer Message and Forms  
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Here is the latest information from Supreme on the      
Military Chaplain Scholarship program that we are supporting:  

  
1. As of 3/5/15, we have raised $959,026.98é 
2. This weekend, there are 33 men are attending a discernment 
retreat (March 5-8) in Menlo Park, CA, at St. Patrickôs      
Seminaryé 

3. The discernment retreat is aimed at helping these men         
determine if they are called by the Holy Spirit to be Catholic 
priests and Military chaplainsé  

4. The Vocations Office of the Archdiocese for the Military   
Services, USA (AMS), is conducting the annual retreaté 

5. The prospective Chaplain candidates include four (4) U.S.  
Army; seventeen (17) U.S. Navy; four (4) U.S. Air Force; and, 
eight (8) civiliané 

6. This is one of two discernment retreats the Archdiocese of  
Military Services holds annually in the United States, one on 
each side of the country. This year, the Eastern retreat will take 
place on Nov. 19-22.  
 

Since 9/11, the active-duty roster of Catholic Chaplains has gone 
down from more than 400 to 230. Currently, fully 25% of the U.S. 
military is Catholic, but Catholic priests make up only 8% of the 
Chaplain Corps, representing one priest for every 1,300 Catholics 
in uniform not counting families of those service members. 
 
 The Archdiocese for the Military Services (AMS) was established 
as an independent archdiocese by Pope Saint John Paul II in 1985 
as the only Catholic jurisdiction responsible for endorsing and 
granting faculties for priests to serve as chaplains in the U.S.     
military and VA Medical Centers. AMS-endorsed priests serve at 
more than 220 U.S. military installations in 29 countries, making 
the AMS the nation's only global archdiocese. AMS-endorsed 
priests also serve at 153 VA Medical Centers throughout the U.S. 
 
 The number of seminarians, deacons, and priests enrolled in the ñ 
Co-Sponsored Seminarian Program ,ò created to support military 
chaplain vocations through partner dioceses, has grown from seven 
(7) in 2008 to 30 this year. More are expected to enter the program 
in the fall, and the AMS is processing applications of still others.  
 
Young men interested in discerning a priestly vocation, and the 
vocation within a vocation to serve those who serve in the U.S. 
military, can find more information at www.milarch.org/vocations, 
or may contact Father Logan by email at vocations@milarch.org.
